 Second Reading: Romans 15:4-13 
 

Jews living in Rome, including Jewish Christians, had 
been expelled from Rome in 49 CE by the emperor 
Claudius, leaving Gentile Christians on their own in Rome 
without the influence of their Jewish siblings in the faith 
for five to seven years.  When the Jewish Christians 
returned, disputes arose between the two groups.  Paul is 
writing to help all the Christians in Rome, both Jewish and 
Gentile, live together peaceably.   
 

4 Whatever was written in former days was written for our 
instruction, so that by steadfastness and by the 
encouragement of the scriptures we might have hope.  5 May 
the God of steadfastness and encouragement grant you to 
live in harmony with one another, in accordance with Christ 
Jesus, 6 so that together you may with one voice glorify the 
God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 

  7 Welcome one another, therefore, just as Christ has 
welcomed you, for the glory of God.
