presented himself alive to them by many convincing proofs,
appearing to them during forty days and speaking about the
kingdom of God. *While staying with them, he ordered them not to
leave Jerusalem, but to wait there for the promise of the Father.

in white robes stood by them. 1 They said, “"Men of Galilee, why do
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you stand looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has been
taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you
saw him go into heaven.”
