FIRST READING: Judges 4:1-7 

The time of the Judges was a 200-year period after the Israelites arrived in 

the Promised Land.  Israel was, at that time, a loose confederation of twelve 
tribes and there was not yet a king to unify them.  When needed, God would 

raise up a ‘judge,’ to help lead the people through difficult challenges like war. 

1The Israelites again did what was evil in the sight of the LORD, after 
Ehud died. 2So the LORD sold them into the hand of King Jabin of 
Canaan, who reigned in Hazor; the commander of his army was 
Sisera, who lived in Harosheth-ha-goiim. 3Then the Israelites cried 
out to the LORD for help; for he had nine hundred chariots of iron, 

and had oppressed the Israelites cruelly twenty years. 

 4At that time Deborah, a prophetess, wife of Lappidoth, was 
judging Israel. 5She used to sit under the palm of Deborah between 
Ramah and Bethel in the hill country of Ephraim; and the Israelites 
came up to her for judgment. 6She sent and summoned Barak son 
of Abinoam from Kedesh in Naphtali, and said to him, “The LORD, 
the God of Israel, commands you, ‘Go, take position at Mount 
Tabor, bringing ten thousand from the tribe of Naphtali and the 
tribe of Zebulun. 7I will draw out Sisera, the general of Jabin’s 
army, to meet you by the Wadi Kishon with his chariots and his 
troops; and I will give him into your hand.’ ”

3When they say, “There is peace and security,” 
then sudden destruction will come upon them, as labor pains come 
upon a pregnant woman, and there will be no escape! 4But you, 
beloved, are not in darkness, for that day to surprise you like a 
thief; 5for you are all children of light and children of the day; we 
are not of the night or of darkness. 6So then let us not fall asleep 
as others do but let us keep awake and be sober; 7for those who 
sleep, sleep at night, and those who are drunk get drunk at 
night. 8But since we belong to the day, let us be sober, and put on
